The following are some of the treatments we have used successfully in helping our pets:
COLLOIDAL SILVER:  Acts as an antibiotic.

FLOWER ESSENCES:  The healing properties of flowers to deal with any number of health issues. Bach’s Rescue Remedy is well known to many people for dealing with stress and other emotional issues. 

HOMEOPATHICS:  Homeopathic remedies are completely non-toxic and create similar symptoms to that of the disease being treated. I have used a remedy to reverse one of my cat’s thyroid condition. Similasan Eye Drops are very successful in treating minor eye infections.
REIKI:  This is also known as “hands-on” therapy. I have used REIKI in soothing stressed pets, relieving the pain of arthritis and reducing tumors. 
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
