Grandma says, n1We Al Need t o B

Some of the volunteers took dogs to the Ann Arbor Hands-On Museum recently for a large family gathering. It has been
quite a while since | have been in the company of scores of munchkins and their parents. As a parent, grandparent, and a
retired teacher | find children very interesting and | am aware of their behavior and concerned about their safety. Although
Mi ndy had been careful to invite only Abombproofod dogs,
people, the noiseassoci at ed with some of the displays (I can still
ears), and most especially the many little children who would be there.

As the evening went on and | had a chance to observe the children interacting with the dogs, | realized that there were three
distinct groups among them. One reaction was that of those children who were absolutely terrified of the dogs and gave
them a wide berth; usually the parents also had a frightened look on their faces. | felt sorry for them because if they never
overcome their fear, they will never know the wonderful love they could share with a great companion animal. However,
there was another group of children about whom | was even more concerned. That group was the children who approached
the dogs quickly without hesitation and were obviously fearless. Many of these children were very little and were nose to
nose with the dogs. One snap and a childdéds face wotslofd h
these children were quite dazzled with how cute their little one was with the big doggy and were, of course, clueless that
perhaps they should be thinking this through. Yes, the dogs had been carefully chosen and each one was handled by
someone who was competent and alert to the situation. However, the next meeting between that child and a dog could turn
out much differently.

Children should be taught from the very beginning that there is a right way to approach a strange dog, just as there is a
correct way to treat the dogs that you do know. Just as a child should not run free in a public parking lot, but should be kept
by the parentdéds side and taught about safety in such a s
involved. This brings me to the third group of children, who had been obviously given some lessons from some caring

adults. Those children approached the dogs quietly, asked the handler if it was all right to pet the dog, and touched the dog
in a calm and gentle way. Our handlers rewarded both these children and the dogs by offering the children treats to give to
the dogs. Granted that most of the children who reacted in this manner were a little older, but the lessons that they had
learned most likely started when they were very little. | can remember saying to both my children and grandchildren when
they were just toddl ers, AiTouch nice! Say good doggy an
lives and | wanted them to learn from the very beginning that animals needed to be treated in a loving way.

Of course, | am not worried that your children and grandchildren will fail to learn this from you because you who have
fostered or adopted dogs instinctively know what | am trying to say. However, | want you to all be aware of the opportunity to
broaden your influence and share the lesson whenever you have a chance. When you are walking your dog and a child
approaches with or without a parent make it a chance to get the message across by explaining it as you allow them to
approach your dog. It would be wonderful if some of our members could visit a pre-school or a kindergarten class with a dog
and talk to all the children about this matter. Some other ideas may come to mind as you think about this. At any rate, | hope
you all will do what you can to make a safer and more compatible interaction between children and dogs possible.

Food, dangerous food

can cause stomach upset, or even predispose pets to life-threatening pancreatitis or bloating. Poultry bones can splinter and
get stuck in a pet's mouth, obstruct his throat, or perforate his intestines. Most pet owners don't know that such foods as
chocolate, macadamia nuts, raisins and grapes, coffee, alcoholic beverages and even bread dough can be fatal if ingested
in quantity by a dog. Be careful not to leave these foods on coffee tables in reach of pets and be sure that the lid on the trash
can is well-secured. Warn family members and guests not to feed holiday foods to your pets. Instead, have a supply of your
pets' favorite treats on hand and offer them when others are enjoying all those delicious smelling holiday goodies.
