About Kittens

There are a few things you need to know about baby kittens when you adopt. Their claws are like razors and so tiny, but when trimmed are much more manageable - but they can slice your hands easy if not. They do not know the difference in your skin and fabric so they will climb your leg to get to you. They are also so tiny, you have to be careful not to step on them. A big foot could do a baby in. They eat and they poop - a lot. So you will need an easy-to-get-in litter box for the babies. They do require deworming every few weeks, but this is no problem and can be done at home. There is an answer for everything - just make sure they have lots of water (no milk - makes their tummies hurt) and dry food with water added to it. Wet food in small portions. Don't leave any open dryer doors, refrigerators or toilet seats! They can get in the darndest places! We are here to answer any questions you may have. Do not alter them until they are 4-5 months old as the anesthesia can be hard on the little ones. Altering is mandatory and you will receive a reservation for a kitten's surgery at our vet. It is not good to have just one kitten in the house (unless they are unsociable) - another pet, dog or cat, would be good as they would be way too lonely if you are at work all day. You will want to kitten-proof one room in the beginning - trust me on this! They will be worth all the efforts. We will have quarantined all the cats before they come to you. However it is customary that when a kitty moves to their new environment, it does bring on stress to them for a few days. Do expect to see some soft stool but let us know if it persists. Also, watch for any sneezing - sometimes a little cold can break at about 7 days. We have medicine for their ailments so do make sure and contact us before going to the vet. We recommend that you do take your new cat to your vet or ours to get established and have your vet do a once-over. Your pet will be current on all medical, but there are certainly other vax you could add if you like. We provide their 2 first vax, deworming, flea protection, their alteration, and rabies shot needs to be done by you by law. And any other medical needs the kitty has needed. including a feline leukemia/aids test. We do our best to make sure you receive a healthy kitty. But we are not vets so you will need a visit upon adoption.
